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(A)synchronous communication

1 The education has always been ablend of
synchronous and asynchronous communication
between the Master and the Pupill.

1 The synchronous part includes direct presentations of
knowledge or achievements by either of them.

1 The other part includes individual assignments,
homework or exams.

Moreover, the learning outcomes should themselves
be a good blend of practical abilities to perform tasks

and principal understanding why and how the tools
work.
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Impact of the size of the classes

In old days, there was enough time and space for face
to face communication In rather small groups.

1 This Is no more true and so our awareness of the
differences in the perception and judging functions
among the students is of particular importance.

1 Of course, we try to adjust our methods to match the
needs in an optimal way and, at this point, new
technologies should help.

1 Our experience shows that not only capturing lectures
but a much more active and symmetric
asynchronous communication IS the right way to
proceed.

s Are the students coming already (partially) prepared?

s Are the standard lectures necessary nowadays?

Drill consisting of perfect handling of
algorithmic steps and technical perfection, or some
deeper understanding?
